In 1921, developers Glenn H. Curtiss and James Bright 
collaborated with a local group of Miami golfers known 
as the “Miami Coconuts” to establish a golf course in the 
newly formed city of Miami Springs. The 18-hole design 
created by the firm of William Langford and Theodore 
Moreau opened in 1923 and was known as the Miami-
Hialeah Golf Course. It quickly gained a reputation 
among locals as the finest course they had ever played. 
From 1925 to 1955, the course hosted the Miami Open, 
which was nationally recognized as the opening tournament 
of the winter golf season. Tournament champions included 
legendary golfers such as Gene Sarazen, Tommy Armour, 
Sam Snead and Byron Nelson.
